As the above table shows, the village of Kundiguda is made up of 103 households. Amongst these households, 70 families belong to Scheduled Caste (SC). The remaining 33 households come under General Category. Of the 103 households, 64 (or 61%) are designated as BPL (Below Poverty Line). 

In total, 804 people live in Kundiguda, of which 435 (54%) are male and 369 (46%) are female. Over the last 6 months, there have been 3 live births (2 male and 1 female) and 3 deaths (2 male and 1 female). All deaths were of natural causes.

The above table shows the available educational facilities and their distance from the village.  The Anganwadi center is located in the village. The Primary School, Middle School and High School are also situated in the village. For those students willing to go onto higher education, they must travel 6-10km to reach the nearest college. There village does not have facilities such as a Residential School or an Adult Education Centre in the village. 

Health Status:
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As we can see, over the last 6 months 28 people (3%) were affected by disease. 

In the village, Malaria is responsible for the highest percentage of illness with a total of 32% of people infected in the last 6 months. This is closely followed by Diarrhea (29%) and Worms (21%). Scabies (11%) and Typhoid (7%) account for the remaining causes of illness. It should be remembered that this table represents only the reported figures – incidence of disease is likely to be much higher.

Land Ownership Status: 
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This chart presents the type of land ownership in the village. For the purpose of the graph, land ownership has been divided into those who are Landless, Marginal Farmers (<2.5 acres), Small Farmers (2.5-5 Acres), and Large Farmers (>5 Acres). 

In total, 2% of families are Marginal Farmers with a land possession of <2.5 Acres, followed by 27% families with 2.5 to 5 acres of land possession. 26% of families are Landless and the remaining 45% have >5 Acres of land possession. All the villages have electricity and  single phase.
Energy Used In Villages:
In this village, multiple sources of energy are used, with the villagers mainly depending on wood and LPG for their energy. 
Type of Houses:
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With respect to the type of houses in the village, Kutcha represents by far the most prominent form, with 87% of households using this type of house, while 13% have a Pukka house.

   The table above presents the available source of drinking water and the quality of water in the village. In total, there are 2 ponds, 3 Hand pumps and 2 open wells. People depend upon these water sources for their drinking purposes. However, on average the quality of water in these water sources is either average or bad for the purpose of drinking. Despite this poor quality, people spend around 1.5-2hrs/day fetching water. This burden rests mainly on women and children in the family.

Conclusion
  The inhabitants of village Kundiguda are motivated to implement MANTRA with 100 percent inclusion of all families. Despite limited economic resources, the villagers are prepared to change their behavior regarding sanitation and hygiene practices in order to access the benefit of having a piped clean water supply in the village. Community leadership is traditional, and there is apparent unity amongst the different households. This is shown by the practice of sharing labour for other collective purposes which is common in the village.  
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
